A former Catholic priest who
worked in the North Bay and
Sacramento in the 1980s before
quietly settling down in Alame-
da has been charged with sexu-

ally assaulting boys in his na-
tive Ireland. Such allegations,
The Chronicle has learned, may
have prompted his initial as-
signment to the United States
two decades ago.

Patrick Joseph McCabe, 74,
surrendered on July 30 to U.S.
authorities, who are seeking to
extradite him back to Ireland.

An attorney handling his extra-
dition said Tuesday that the
evidence against him is “ter-
rible” and is seeking to free him
from Alameda County’s Santa
Rita Jail to allow him to deal
with chronic health conditions. 

The Irish national police said
McCabe disputed the allega-
tions, but admitted to having

sexual feelings for young boys.
He faces nine counts of in-
decent assault and one count of
attempted indecent assault in
connection with alleged in-
cidents from 1973 to 1981 in
Dublin, Ireland, according to
the U.S. attorney’s office in San
Francisco.

There can’t be many Califor-
nians like Harry Fogle. He is
one of a handful of men who
worked on the construction of
both the Golden Gate Bridge
and the San Francisco-Oak-
land Bay Bridge. 

Fogle is 97 now, a survivor
of an era when men worked
without nets high above San
Francisco Bay and built two of
the most enduring landmarks
of the 20th century.

He is a laconic man, one of
those ordinary people who did

extraordinary work. He signed
on to work as a painter on the
Bay Bridge in the depths of the
Great Depression. “I felt I was
lucky to have a job,’’ he said.

Fogle worked on the Bay
Bridge about two years, then
went to work on the unfin-
ished Golden Gate; a better
job, he thought. He stayed on
as a bridge painter and fore-
man for over 40 years, work-
ing on the Golden Gate mostly,
but also on the original Car-
quinez Bridge. He quit a cou-
ple of times for other jobs, but
always came back to the Gold-

Toys that have been synony-
mous with kids’ meals at fast-
food restaurants could soon be
banned in San Francisco under
a new law proposed Tuesday if
the food contains too much fat,
sugar or salt.

Meg Whitman’s plan to boost California’s
economy by cutting taxes and government reg-
ulations touched off debate Tuesday between
liberal economists, who called it “deeply flawed”
and potentially damaging to the state’s economy,
and conservatives who praised it as a “well-
planned road map” to recovery.
